fail.  No candidate will be permitted to write the Entrance Examination without a Hall 

Ticket.  

c) Mere acceptance of a candidate for writing the Entrance Examination does not 

confer any right or eligibility for admission. Candidates who do not fulfill the 

prescribed eligibility criteria will not be considered for admission. 

d)  Candidates are strictly not allowed to carry any textual material (printed or 

written), bits of paper or any prohibited items such as Pen, Pencil, Calculator, 

Mobile phone or any electronic devices that may provide unfair assistance inside 

the examination hall. Pen, Pencil and Eraser will be provided to the candidates at 

the examination centre. 

e) Candidates shall not be permitted to leave the examination hall until the 

completion of Entrance Examination.

7)  DURATION OF ENTRANCE EXAMINATION AND QUESTION PATTERN:  
 

 

a) The All India Entrance Examination is being conducted in English only. The 

question booklet will consist of 100 Multiple Choice Questions (MCQs), each 

carrying one correct (single best) response.  

b) The maximum marks for the Entrance Examination shall be 100, with one mark 

awarded for each question. The duration of the examination is two (2) hours. 

c) All questions must be answered and each question carries equal marks. There 

shall be no negative mark for incorrect answers. The correct answer must be 

shaded with Pencil in the OMR answer sheet provided along with the question 

booklet.  



d) Candidates are advised to report to the Examination Centre at least one hour 

before the commencement of the Examination.
